About National Gallery Of Modern Art 

History

The need for a museum of Modern Art was felt for the first time in an Art Conference held in Calcutta in the year 1949. As a result the National Gallery of Modern Art was inaugurated on March 29, 1954, at Jaipur House, near India Gate, New Delhi. The Gallery is the premier institution of its kind in India. It is run and administered as a subordinate office to the Department of Culture, Government of India. The NGMA has two branches one at Mumbai and the other is being opened at Bangalore shortly. The gallery is a repository of the cultural ethos of the country and showcases the changing art forms through the passage of the last hundred and fifty years starting from about 1857 in the field of Visual and Plastic arts.
National Gallery of Modern Art collects works representing changing art forms over the last century and a half and features Bengali artists and styles. In addition to exhibition activities, the gallery organizes exhibitions abroad, lectures and conferences on modern art, and maintains a library of books, periodicals, photographs and audiovisual materials. 
Located very close to India Gate, this building was earlier the residential palace of the Maharaja of Jaipur. It exhibits around 4,000 paintings, graphics, and sculptures of modern artists. The gallery arranges special exhibitions for those who wish to exhibit their works. The National Gallery of Modern Art was inaugurated on March 29, 1954 at Jaipur House, New Delhi. It is the only institution of it's kind in India, run and administered by the Government of India. It represents the evolution of the changing art forms through the passage of more than a hundred years starting from about 1857. In The stately Jaipur House (location for the National Gallery of Modern Art) are on display paintings, sculpture and graphic art dating from the mid 19th century to the present day. The school is represented by Abanindranath Tagore, especially his Advent of the Rainy Season, Twilight and Landscape: Nandalal Bose, Ramkumar Kinkar, Rabindranash Tagore, Binod Behari Mukherjee among others. The foremost responsibility of the National Gallery of Modern Art is to ensure quality and set and maintain a standard of excellence that pervades all it's activities. Despite numerous handicaps modern Indian artists have made impressive progress, especially in the last two decades. 

Aims and objectives


The principal aims and objectives of the National Gallery of Modern Art art

· To acquire and preserve works of modern art from 1850s onward 

· To organize, maintain and develop galleries for permanent display 

· To organize special exhibitions not only in its own premises but in other parts of the country and abroad. 

· To develop an education and documentation centre in order to acquire, maintain and preserve documents relating to works of modern art 

· To develop a specialized library of books, periodicals, photographs and other audio visual materials 

· To organize lectures, seminars and conferences, and to encourage higher studies and research in the field of art history, art criticism, art appreciation, museology and the inter-relations on visual and performing arts. 

The foremost responsibility of the National Gallery of Modern Art is to ensure quality and to set and maintain standards of excellence. The aesthetic and educational purposes are not only defined in the aims and objectives of the National Gallery of Modern Art, but efforts are also being made so that they become implicit in its organization and pervade all its activities.

Above all, the National Gallery of Modern Art helps people to look at the works of modern art with greater joy, understanding and knowledge by extending their relationship with our daily life and experiencing them as vital expressions of the human spirit. 

Collections 

The collection also includes sculpture, graphics and paintings by international modern artists such as Jacob Epstein, Giorgio de Chirico, Peter Lubarda and Kozo Mio. On view also is Amrita Shergill's Self Portrait, Two women, Musicians, Bathers and Jamini Roy's Krishna and Balarama, Kirian, Yasoda and Krishna. Works by major contemporary artists like M F Husain, Vivan Sundaram, J Swaminathan, Ghulam Mohammed Sheikh and Bhupen Khakhar are also on display. 

Location 

Jaipur House Except on holidays like Republic Day, Id-ul-Zuha, Diwali and Holi, the Gallery remains open daily from 10 am to 5 pm It is closed on Mondays.
