Time required for sightseeing: From one hour to a whole day.

On the main Panchsheel Road, Nehru Park is located in one of the plushest localities of the capital. It is next to the Chanakyapuri Diplomatic Enclave, and the popular Santushti Shopping Complex. Named after India's first Prime Minister Jawahar Lal Nehru, the park is spread over an area of more than 80 acres. Just few meters from Hotel Ashok, it is an attractive place with beautiful floral collections, picturesque little mounds and rocks inscribed with the sayings of Nehru. Due to the pleasant and peaceful ambience of the park, it has recently become quite popular with picnickers as well as young courting couples of the capital. Fitness enthusiasts are regular visitors to the park and can usually be seen in the morning and evening hours. 

The major attractions of the Park are the 'Morning Ragas'- the musical concerts and the art events that are organized every Sunday morning. World famous musicians and vocalists of India perform in these concerts that are usually held for two hours amidst the landscaped lush gardens of the Nehru Park. The experience of listening to the melodious music, in the cool morning hours of the much-awaited weekend, is ecstasy for a music lover. 

The other attraction of the park is the recently organized free yoga classes by the Delhi Tourism and Transportation Development Corp (DTTDC) and the education department, as part of the Delhi Government's initiative to keep the residents of Delhi fit and happy. Apart from this the park also serves as a venue for many stately dinners. 

There is also a swimming pool and a snack bar in the park. 

Special Attractions/ Annual Events

Free Yoga classes on every day except Sundays, Summer (April-Sept)/ Winter (Oct-March): 6 a.m.-7 a.m./ 6.30 a.m.-7.30 a.m. Musical Concerts are held on every Sunday Morning. The timings and the particulars of the concerts are advertised in the newspapers.

Nearby Tourist Attractions

National Rail Museum, Nehru Planetarium and Memorial Museum, Indira Gandhi Memorial Museum, Safdarjang's tomb and Dilli Haat.

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Nehru Park: 
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This Park stretches over 75 acres of land, its beautifully manicured lawns are landscaped with rocks Monkey Bridge, Jogging/walking tracks, fountains, water channel, a swimming pool, a baoli and Nehruji's quotes inscribed on rocks. The civic body is organizing Classical Music Concert of Morning Ragas once in a month in this park. An Artists Corner known as "Srijan" has been established where senior artists as well as budding artists are creating their art works and displaying the same in an open art gallery.

After independence, there were sporadic attempts at reviving urban gardens and both Jawahar Lal Nehru and Indira Gandhi took some interest in developing and maintaining city gardens. Buddha Jayanti Park and Nehru Park are two of the finest in the country. 

Near the Ashoka Hotel in Chanakyapuri, Nehru Park is a beautifully landscaped place, spread over an area of 85 acres. The park is made up of small, green mini hills, with an extensive flora collection. Courting couples do frequent this park, but are outnumbered by other revelers. This place tends to attract family picnickers and also offers concerts and art events on Sunday mornings.

Nehru Park, bordered by Niti Marg and Vinay Marg, is a pleasant place to walk around on weekends and a popular picnic spot.

This Park has beautifully manicured lawns landscaped with rocks, monkey bridge, jogging and walking tracks, fountains, water channel, a swimming pool, a baoli and Nehru’s quotes inscribed on rocks. Classical Music Concert of Morning Ragas is organized once in a month in this park. An Artists Corner known as "Srijan" has been established where senior artists as well as budding artists create works of art work and display these in an open art gallery.
