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Monuments of Lodhi and Sayyid Period around South Ex-I
The monuments of Bhure Khan, Bade Khan and Chhote Khan are three such monuments located at one place in what is now known as -  South Extension, Part-I, New Delhi.  These monuments are structured as tombs and are stated to be typical examples of the evolution of square tombs reflecting a distinct and harmonised architectural style. These monuments are stated to contain a treasure of inscriptions incarved stone and incised stucco in beautiful naskh alongside its arches and qibla walls.  The structures of these monuments are estimated to have been built around the 15/16th Century AD and are more than 400 years old.

Bade Khan’s Tomb

Bade Khan was a nobleman during the reign of one of the kings of the Lodi dynasty. Wanderer gives and insight into some of the unique features of the monuments which is lying in ruins today. Bade Khan was a nobleman of one of the kings of the Lodi dynasty and his tomb which lies in the plush South Extension Part I area of south Delhi, is 22 square metres in height with a lot of open space around it. 
It looks an eyesore since it is in the heart of this exclusive colony surrounded by huge houses. The land on which the monument rests today is worth more than Rs. 100 crores in the real estate market and had Bade Khan been alive today he would perhaps been the richest man in south Delhi. The tomb is built on a square pattern and on seeing it for the first time one gets the impression that it is a double storeyed building. This is mainly because of the sunken arches that the monument has. The ceiling of the monument is particularly of interest because it has a decorative star medallion in the centre. Viewing it from inside is quite a fascinating experience since it looks extremely grand what with it being painted with plaster. Like most of the ancient monuments, sitting inside it is quite an experience on account of the fact that it is perfectly peaceful, serene and quite relaxing. 
It is also unusually cool inside even when the temperatures outside are almost up to the burning point. Another attractive feature is that it seems to have a unique sound proof system since while sitting inside it, even the shouting by people outside or the sound of the honking of cars are not audible.
Today’s scientists and those in the construction activity could well learn a lesson or two in acoustics management from this glorious monument which is lying in ruins and uncared for like an orphan is. In fact the area around it is being used as a play ground and a dumping ground for waste by the residents of the colony that surrounds the impeccable monument. Bade Khan would be turning in his grave if he were to know what fate his monument has fallen on. There is another monument just next to it and it is said that monument is that of Chhote Khan who was yet another nobleman with some king of the Lodi dynasty. The interior of this tomb is almost on the same pattern of Bade Khan’s monument and what is fascinating about the tomb is that its exterior still boasts of blue tiles that were originally fixed by Chhote Khan. That they have lasted so long and have not lost their shine and finish goes amply to prove that the technology of those days was if not as good as it is today, it could have been even superior to what tile manufacturers can make today. 
The whole tragedy of the structure is that today it is being used as a public latrine and a foul smell emanates permanently from the interior of the tomb where the grave of Chhote Khan lies. That nothing is being done about this goes only to show what official apathy can do to such wonderful and ancient marvels of planning and architecture.

Located between Uday Park and South Extension in South Delhi, Masjid Moth was built by Wazir Miyan Bhoiya, the minister of Sikandar Lodi, in the 16th century.
