Introduction
Built by Humayun's widow, Bega Begum in 1565, Humayun's Tomb is one of the important tourist destinations of Delhi. It is designed on Persian four-garden style. There are graves of many other Mughal rulers like Bahadur Shah II and Structures near Humayun's Tomb.

Structures near Humayun's Tomb
Some of the nearby attractions are

Barber's Tomb - built on the south eastern side of Humayun's Tomb to commemorate Humayun's favorite barber. The barber is believed to play a significant role in the lives of the Mughal rulers.

Arab-Sarai - it was built to commemorate the lives of 300 Arabs whom Bega Begum, the wife of Shah Jahan, had brought from Mecca. It is built near the eastern gate of Bu Halima's Garden. Arab-Sarai is divided into two quadrangles.

Afsarwala Mosque and Tomb - it is believed that the mosque and the tomb were built during 1566 and 1567. The mosque has three arched gateways.

Bu Halima's Garden and Tomb - it is believed that Bu Halima was Mughal noblewoman and played an important part in Babur's dynasty. The beautiful structure of the garden and the tomb attracts tourists visiting Delhi.

Isa Khan's Tomb and Mosque - the octagonal tomb of Isa Khan lies on the southwestern end of Bu Halima's garden. Isa Khan was a nobleman of Sher Shah's court. The architecture and reflects the incomparable skill and craftsmanship of Indian artists.

Nearby Attractions, Humayun's Tomb
Some of the nearby attractions are

India Gate - it was built in memory of 90,000 soldiers who sacrificed their lives for the country during World War I. It is a popular tourist place in Delhi. India Gate is also known as the All India War Memorial.

Ashokan Rock Edict - located near the Raja Dhirshain Marg, Ashokan Rock Edict is an engraved rock face which reflects the architecture and skill of craftsmen of the Ashokan period.

Nizam-ud-din's Shrine - Nizam-ud-din was the famous 12th century saint. The Basant Festival is celebrated in the shrine.

Kairul Manzil Masjid - Built by Maham Anga in 1561, the mosque is built opposite the Delhi Zoo.

The Humayun’s Tomb complex also houses many other prominent buildings which are examples of architecture of the period preceding and succeeding Humayun. The prominent among them are:

Barber’s Tomb

The tomb is located at the southeast corner in the garden complex. The tomb is datable to 1590-91, through an inscription found inside. The person interned in this tomb is unknown, the local name of the tomb is Barber’s Tomb (Nai ka Gumbad). 

Nila Gumbad

The monument is located outside the eastern enclosure wall, which is locally known as Nila Gumbad, due to the blue coloured dome. It is believed to contain the remains of one Fahim Khan, the attendant of Abdur Rahim Khan, who lived during the reign of Jahangir. The attendant died in 1626 A.D.

Chillah Nizamuddin Aulia

The building is located outside to the northeast corner of the mausoleum and in Tughluq style. The building is believed to be the residence of Shaik Nizamuddin Aulia who died in 1325 A.D.

Afsarwala Mosque

The mosque is located to the southwest of the west gate of the main mausoleum, the building is dated between 1560 and 1567 based on the architectural style. 

Afsarwala Tomb

The tomb is located adjacent to the Afsarwala Mosque, and is an unidentified tomb. One of the marble graves inside the tomb has a date of 1566-67 A.D.. 

Arab-Sarai

The sarai was built by Haji Begum, the widow of Humayun in 1560-61 to house the three hundred Arab priests, who were said to have been brought with her from her pilgrimage to Mecca. Another version is that the building housed the Persian workers and craftsmen who were actually engaged in building the Humayun’s Tomb. The sarai is located adjacent to the Afsarwala mosque.

Garden of Bu Halima

The visitor entering the Humayun Tomb complex first enters into a garden complex, known as the Bu Halima garden. However, the origin of the name is not known and the garden on its style could be datable to the early Mughals. 

Tomb and Mosque of Isa Khan

The tomb and mosque of Isa Khan is located to the south of the Bu Halima garden. An inscription on a red sandstone slab indicated that the tomb is of Masnad Ali Isa Khan, son of Niyaz Aghwan, the Chief chamberlain, and was built during the reign of Islam Shah, son of Sher Shah, in 1547-48 A.D.

Barber's Tomb
Barber's tomb lies south east of Humayun's tomb in the same complex. It is said that Humayun built this impressive square tomb with a double dome to honor his favorite barber, as the barber played a prominent part in the lives of Mughal rulers. There are two graves with inscriptions from the Holy Quran within this tomb. The date mentioned on one of the graves corresponds to the year 1590-1591. Though it is not quite known whose graves these are, but it is believed that one belongs to Humayun's barber.

Arab-Sarai
Built by Bega Begum or Haji Begum for 300 hundred Arabs whom she had brought from Mecca, Arab Sarai consist of a large enclosure on the south of the main pathway leading to Humayun's tomb. It is unclear whether these men were Arab merchants or priests or Persian artisans and craftsmen who were brought in to work on the construction of Humayun's tomb. The most imposing structure here is the northern gate of the Arab Sarai, which lies immediately to the right of the eastern gate of Bu Halima's garden. Arab Sarai is divided into two quadrangles by a series of cells provided with a gateway in the center. The eastern gateway still has traces of painting on its underside. Near this gate was a mandi or a market, which was established by Mihr Banu Agha, the chief eunuch of Jahangir. It was originally bounded by arched cells and is the second quadrangle of the Sarai. Later people used to rest here on their way from Delhi. 

	


Afsarwala Mosque and Tomb
The identity of Afsarwala who is said to be responsible for these buildings, is not known. The exact date of the construction of both the structures is also not known but an inscription on the grave inside tomb informs tourists that they were built in 1566-67. The Afsarwala mosque is located in the eastern enclosure of the Arab Sarai on a raised platform. Its prayer hall has three arched openings surmounted by a dome. To its north is a long hall in time-worn condition. The tomb lies in the southeastern corner of the mosque on the same platform and has an octagonal structure surmounted by a double dome. 

Bu Halima's Garden and Tomb
Bu Halima's garden and tomb is located 100 meters west of Humayun's Tomb. The exact identity of Bu Halima is not known, but it is said that she was part of Babur's entourage to India and occupied an important place in his harem. Probably a Mughal noble woman, she was also a wet nurse of Humayun. The visitor passes through this rectangular enclosure or garden to go to Humayun's tomb. The garden houses Bu Halima's tomb toward its northeastern side and has a stone gateway on its east. Rectangular in shape, this simple tomb (only a part of it remains) is not in the center of the garden as is usual in garden-tombs, which makes historians wonder whether the garden was laid before the tomb was built. 

Isa Khan's Tomb and Mosque

At the southwestern end of Bu Halima's garden stands the octagonal tomb of Isa Khan. Isa Khan was a nobleman at the court of Sher Shah (1539-45) and his son Islam Shah (1545-54). Built by Isa Khan in 1547-48, the tomb is located in the center of an octagonal garden enclosure. Ornamented with glazed tiles, the red sandstone tomb has a roof surmounted by a domed chhatri, and is a good example of the Lodi style of architecture. Each side of the central octagonal chamber has three arches and each arch has a chhajja or lintel. The tomb rises from a low pedestal surrounded by a small wall with the sides of the main chamber closed by penetrated stone slabs except on the west and south. The central dome of the tomb rises from a 32-sided drum. The mosque next to the tomb is situated to the western side of the octagonal enclosure. Built of sandstone and lime, the mosque has three domes.

Several monuments dot the pathway leading up to the Humayun's tomb from the main entrance in the West, prominent among them is one that predates the main tomb itself, by twenty years, built in 1547 CE, it is the tomb of Isa Khan Niyazi, a Afghan noble in Sher Shah Suri's court of Sur dynasty, who fought against the Mughals. The tomb which was built during his own lifetime, later served as burial place for the entire family of Isa Khan. On the western side of the tomb lies a three-bay wide mosque, in red sandstone. Built within its own enclosed garden, the octagonal tomb bears striking resemblance to other tombs of the Sur dynasty monuments in the Lodhi Gardens, in Delhi, showing a marked progression in the development of the architectural style which the main tomb displays in its full splendour as several of the early architectural nuances that can be seen again seen later tombs.

Other monuments within complex, though outside the main enclosed area are: Bu Halima's Tomb, and its surrounding Garden, though little is known about her, and since the tomb or the raised platform where it once stood is not at the centre, so seems like a later addition. Next comes the Arab Sarai (Arab Rest house), built by Hamida Begum, ostensibly built for the craftsmen who came for the construction work. Inside this last complex lies the Afsarwala tomb belonging to a nobleman in Akbar's court and also his mosque.

Standing outside the entire complex is the tomb known as Nila Burj (now known as Nila Gumbad) or 'Blue Dome', called so as it bears striking blue glazed tiles. It was built by Abdul Rahim Khan-I-Khana, son of Bairam Khan also a courtier in Mughal Emperor, Akbar's court, for his servant Miyan Fahim, who not only grew up with his son, but later also died along side one of Rahim's own son, Feroze khan, while fighting against the rebellion of Mughal general Mahabat Khan in 1625/26, during the reign of Jahangir. This structure is known for its unique architecture, as it is octagonal on the outside while square within; its ceiling is decorated with painted and incised plaster, plus it has a high neck dome and shows a conspicuous absence of a double dome feature, common to tombs of the period. Yet further away from the tomb complex, lie two Mughal-period monuments, Bada Bateshewala Mahal and Chote Bateshewala Mahal.
